last, the framing of their 
work.  It makes us NO-
TICE the moment.  Faith 
teaches us to stop, look 
and listen to life on this 
planet, including our own 
lives, and to see it as a 
vastly richer, deeper, 
more mysterious business 
than most of the time it 
ever occurs to us to sus-
pect. In a world that. for 
the most part, steers clear 
of the whole idea of holi-
ness, frames are one of 
the few places where we 
are reminded of how we 
are not alone.
