Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner

This is a fun way to meet new folks in the
Federated family or to visit with friends you may
have known for years. However, there have been
some questions, so hopefully this will provide
some answers...

The Plan: Each month a host or hosts opens
their home for a total of eight persons to share in
a dinner where each guest brings a dish—sort of
like a planned potluck dinner.

Host’s Role: Provide the entree and decide with
each guest what they can bring to fill out the
meal. This is done when the host calls each
guest to invite them and to provide directions to
their home. You can sign up to be a host at
Servant Central.

host that works best for you.

Guest’s Role: Show up and bring a dish to share
with the rest of the group. You can sign up each
month at Servant Central. You may sign up to
be a guest as many times as you wish, and you
do not have to be a host in order to participate as
a guest.

Date and Time: We have been scheduling the
dinners on the fourth Sunday of the month. The
time is set by the host and usually is in the 5-7
pm range.
